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The Place and Role of Women in Life as Depicted in Ramayana

The times in which we are living treat issues related to girls and women in a very superficial and
temporary manner. Ramayana by Valmiki is a good text to understand the basic philosophical ethos of India
regarding women and girls. Ramayana goes back to third century B.C. It is a fine example of the play of the
female force. There is no doubt that the set-up is patriarchal. As scholars, we have to be unbiased towards the
term '' patriarchy''. We have to acknowledge that both patriarchy and matriarchy are systems of running the
society. Both the systems are human made and none of them is perfect. The present day discourse almost treats
the word '' patriarchy'' as an abuse. This bias is not correct for good or bad, up and down, dark or bright, fair or
unfair, patriarchy has held the Indian society together for more than five thousand years. It has flaws. It might
have degraded in certain aspects. It has problems of its own. As scholars, we should pin-point the problems of
patriarchy and ways to wean them out.

Ramayana of valmiki depicts a patriarchal set-up. Patriarchy of those days was different. It is a set-up of
balancing the male and female force. When we look closely, we find that every single situation, twist, event, act,
happening or reaction is caused by the female force. King Dasharatha, very much a patriarch, cannot move his
hands unless and until motivated by Shakti.

At the face of it, Ramayana is the story of valor, kingdoms, thrones, battles, victories and defeats. It is
about a king who had four sons. He became a father after elaborate puja, yagna, and penance. The eldest son is
God incarnate and he is carrying out this leela on this earth in order to set an example for humanity. When we
scratch the surface, go into details and unravel the narrative, we see the play of Shakti, the female force. At no
point in Ramayana, women are unseen. Women are present in every situation, every frame and every turn of the
immortal spirit. The female force is simply the driving force. It starts with Kaikeyi who is a courageous and
ambitious woman. She is her own person. she is strong in every sense of the word. She had once saved the life
of Dasharatha in the battlefield. Through her presence of mind and valor, she saved the life of the king. This is
the reason why she has this extraordinary leverage over Dasharatha. When it came to inheritance, legacy, king-
dom, throne and rule, Kaikeyi exercised that leverage in favour of her son, Bharat. This is how the plot of the
epic is propelled. She starts the wheel moving. She is the cause of action. She creates an ordeal for God himself
and thereby sets up the stage for him to showcase his capabilities. Kaikeyi gives Ram to the world. The forest
stay that is vanavaas is the golden opportunity for Ram to exhibit who he is. His patience, goodness, his love and
affection, his courage, his inclusive temperament, his warfare skills and his kindness come to the fore during this
period. If Kaikeyi would not have asked the throne for Bharat, how the story of Ramayana would have pro-
gressed. Ram + Ayan, that is the journey of Ram is whistled by Kaikeyi. The play of the female force is powerful.
When it comes to Sita, she firmly refuses to be a silent, suffering daughter-in-law in the palace. She has decided
for herself. She has taken a decision and Ram follows suit. It is Sita's decision to venture into the forest along
with her husband. She is not a silent spectator. She is fully participating in the events of life. She rejects the
luxuries of the palace and in return, wins the companionship of her dear husband. Togetherness is important for
her. The relationship between Ram and Sita is friendly and on equal terms. The best thing about Sita is that she
never complains of any hardship. Her vision is clear. She holds her ground in a foreign land in front of an all-
powerful king who is bent on breaking her mentally. She is firm in her resolve. As a woman, she will go only
with the man of her choice. The swollen, red with lust, swinging in intoxication and surrounded by concubines,
Ravana is not her choice. She prefers shim, dark boyish Ram who has a crown of hair. We cannot miss the
romance between Ram and Sita. Sita flows with flow. She does not complain about anything. If we look at it, we
will find that Sita is one of the strongest women ever depicted in words.
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Indian ethos has always held the female force as the prime mover of creation. The male force denotes
action. The female force denotes motivation. Even as we go through prasthanTrayi, the fountainhead of Hindu
thought, we see that at no point the value, the presence and the power of the female force has been denied. In all
vital action in this world, in all important scenes played by humankind, the female force has always been present
as the creator, the mother and the nurturer. She is the ultimate refuge for the Trinity, Brahma, Vishnu and
Mahesh. The Goddess has been manifested with all hues of human emotions. She is love, seduction, repulsion,
destruction, creation, as also attraction. Most of the scholars study and describe the place of women in Indian
society from a very peripheral, a very flimsy point of view. Those who understand the fountainhead of Indian
thought know the female force to be fire and also rivers, oceans, energy and flowing flow of life. The undercur-
rent, the manifest, the electrified atom, the breeze, the fragrance, the heightening - all have been moved by the
female force. The Sanskrit words for talent, energy, capability, electricity all come as female. The male and the
female have never been separated and that is why this concept of shiva -shakti prevails. Sita along-with Parvati
and Savitri happens to be one of the earliest manifestations of the female force in Indian thought. In the original
Valmiki text, she comes out as her own person. She crosses the LaxamanRekha the very day it was drawn,
whatever the repercussions. To be afraid of aftermath of taking action is to be afraid of life. A human is required
to do the best she/ he can do in any given situation to the best of one's ability to think and act that is how life
works. Sita's strength comes from her capability to think clearly and then act accordingly. If we do not act, then
life stagnates. For life to flow, we need to act. Sita ought to be seen as a human, a woman in a difficult situation.
She has a whole army in front of her. Women have been deployed to sear, torture her and to break her mentally.
Ravana is up for all sama, Dama, Danda and Bheda. Sita works out her own way. She does it by sheer inner
power. Her no means No. what we see in the movie pink, where this whole idea has been filmed, that was
practiced by Sita. Sita does not lose her goodness, her spirituality and her soft feminine grace. Yet she is strong
like a rock. Her crystal clear thought process is her biggest asset. She knows what she wants from life. Many
scholars have rightly opined that Ravana was first defeated by Sita. Even before being slain by Rama, Ravana
stood a defeated man. Sita defeated Ravana in the first place. Ravana presents Many options before her, many
alluring scenes. Sita knows what she wants to do. We can see her capability to command when she tells Hanuman
to tell Rama to come within thirty days. Her command is final. The messenger is the trusted Hanumana. From
sita'scourage, determination, and steadfastness start the progeny of Bharat, that is India. She rears up two strong
children capable of facing any situation in life. Without disrupting family and society, without getting bitter and
without losing the charm and beauty of her personality, Sita achieves all that she wanted. This is the way strong
women raise strong families and societies. West taught us man - bashing. In the Indian ethos, the female and the
male forces are always in a tandem.

Under the outer surface and outer action of Ramayana lies the real narrative. A wise reader is expected
to feel the inner vibrations of the epic. It brings harmony and peace. The sanatan tradition believes in creation,
continuity and joy. It upholds the institution of family. Our ancient thinkers were very clear that a strong society
is made of strong units. It is only when the family is one, strong and supportive that the society can be strong and
productive. The family is held supreme. The Hindu view of life revolves around joy, around festivities in all
phases of human life and in all phases of nature. It is basically festive in nature. Women are at the centre. As
inherent carries of creativity and progeny, women are the carriers of our culture. No festival and no festivity is
possible without active involvement of women and girls. It is not possible for the descartian western world view
to understand how women are the repository of the joys of life, of breath, of growth and of worldly bliss. We
become what we contemplate upon. The nature of reality is an echo. Our thoughts finally become our reality.
Hindu thought therefore focuses on the positive vibrations. Only the evolved soul can understand it. The pres-
ence and happiness of women and girls are the vital. There can be no home, no joyful place without the joyful,
active participation of women and girls. The Hindu world- view is diagonally opposite to the dystopian where
nothing grows in the barren mind. Thoughts of alienation, isolation, division, separation, depression and segre-
gation are not present in the Hindu world view. Life has been viewed as a festival. Every moment is to be
relished with family and gods. Spirituality has been woven into the fabric of life. Boredom has no place. Such
tasks have been given where the family is together involved in performing them. This is the art of living. The
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creators of Vedas and Upanishads understood fully the energy brought by girls and women. Only a very percep-
tive observer of life after years of experience, and training can feel the blessings of this world- view. Everything
in this world cannot be articulated. The blessing of the feminine energy is certainly one such thing. It's absence
will change life into an arid sphere.

The atmosphere depicted in Ramayana may not be perfect. It is still a patriarchal world. Men are at the
helm of affairs. Men are important. Men are reversed. And yet women are happy. There are reasons behind the
joy experienced by women. The society is cohesive. The institution of family is the psychological shield of the
individual. This is the boon of the traditional wisdom. It makes life blissful.

As objective and unbiased scholars, we should evaluate the place and role of women as depicted in
Ramayana by Valmiki.If we really look at it, we find that Kaikeyi is an extraordinary woman. She has been
raised by her nurse Manthara. She had no maternal care in her childhood. She had no sister. She was the only
sister to seven brothers. She is worldly and ambitious. She repaired the wheel of Dashratha's chariot amidst a
raging war and therefore she had an edge over all other queens of Dashratha. She always had Manthara by her
side who always fuelled her dormant sense of jealousy and comparison. Her act of causing Rama's jungle stay
not only propels the action of the epic but it is also a very human action. This is how humans are designed. The
desire for power is nothing new to humans. Human nature has many lurking elements. Great stories always bring
those elements to the fore. Therefore, Kaikeyi's behavior is nothing short of blessing. She gave Ram the wide
stage. Her action furthered the epic. She was learned, intelligent and knowledgeable. She had an understanding
of state craft. All that she is asking is sharing of power. so, we have to erase that sense of guilt when we look at
Kaikeyi. It is in such moments of decision, destiny is shaped. We have a situation over which countless genera-
tions have cried. Our beloved Ram has been deprived the easy path, the luxuries of palace and the power. He has
been sent to jungle because of Kaikeyi. The episode has been given pain to innumerable souls. It is time we
change our perspective. There are so many sayings in Sanskrit which underline the value of hardship and bitter
experiences. ''Nectar or elixir must be extracted even from poison. A good thing must be learnt even from a child.
Good character must be emulated even from enemies. Gold must be extracted even from trash''. Even in Srimad
Bhagwat Gita it is said that something which appears like poison in the beginning may end like nectar. Tough
experiences of life teach us a lot. Hardships are inevitable. As  humans, we have to draw lessons from adverse
conditions and move forward. Joy comes finally to everyone.

Etijeevuntmaanandonaramvarsh-shatadapi
'' It may take a hundred years coming, but joy surely comes to every man''.

( sundara- kand; the Auspicious Book, 34:6)

Therefore, Ramayana is to be studied with patience, peace and joy. The events described therein, are to
be taken as necessary lessons of life. The bond between Kaikeyi and manthara is strong. Manthara is loyal to
Kaikeyi. Together these two women have a vital role to play in taking the story further. There are ample ex-
amples in the epic where the female represents the darker side of human nature. This is how it should be man or
woman- a human always has a play of both good and bad. The two forces are always working within Sursa, the
mother of snakes was sent to test the ability of Hanuman. When Hanuman is on his way to Lanka as a scout prior
to the final battle, Sursa appears in the sea, entangles Hanuman and tests his wit and valor. Once Hanuman
overcomes obstacles posed by her, even Sursa becomes a mother figure. We have Trijata amongst the female
demons employed by Ravana to scare and subdue Sita. These women were instructed to threaten Sita and
weaken her will power by some kind of horror show. Among these evil souls, Trijata comes out as a woman of
sisterhood. She sees a woman in Sita and not an enemy. She sympathizes with Sita, consoles her, gives her
correct advice, listen her with empathy and boosts her morale.

Surpanakha is an important character in Ramayana. Her personality, her behavior, her deep complexes,
her troubled past- all play an important role in the immortal epic. Some scholars even suggest that she was taking
revenge on Ravana for the murder of her husband. But apparently surpanakha stands for fallen beauty, disfig-
ured and scared body and mind and also intense bodily desires. She is vocal and open in admiring the sleek well-
built beauty of Ram. She sees Ram as a man, as a human and admires him as such. She does not hide her physical
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interest in Ram. This again is quite revolutionary keeping the fact in mind that the epic was written 5th century
BCE. We have to note that the desire of the female finds an expression. It is not forbidden. The fact that a woman
is sexually attracted to a man is expressed. We have to mark the culture where such free expressions were
possible.

Overall, Valmiki shows a very subtle understanding of life in Ramayana. For happiness and fulfillment
a human being finally has to find something/someone whom one loves more than oneself. This is human nature
and this is human destiny. The more self-encased a person is, the more unhappy she or he is. One has to give
oneself away. We have to find something more important than ourselves. Therefore, the essence of life, creativ-
ity, creation, posterity, positivity, family and society- all lie in selflessness. Selfishness alone will destroy every-
thing. For building something and for our inner peace, one has to go beyond self. Somehow, women imbibe this
quality naturally. They seem to grasp the essence of life easily. Women are instinctively pro-creation. Women
tend to build and sustain homes, families and societies. This is the world view of Ramayana. This is the impor-
tant place which women occupy in the general scheme of things. Valmiki understoodthe creative force of women
very well.

Maa kaushalya, Laxman's wife Urmila and so many other female characters add to this creative force
depicted in Ramayana. We may talk about individual characters separately but the best approach would be to
focus on the flow. Everything is not perfect in Ramayana and it is fine. The abnormalities, the anomalies, the
gross violations of our sensibilities actually cause the story to gro. This is to be understood properly. Among
women characters, there is a fair share of evil, selfish and aggressive women. But the cool, nurturing, creative
breeze of the feminine force proves to be more strong led by Sita, the feminine force in Ramayana shapes the
narrative in a decisive manner. For our terminology, we may categorize it as a patriarchal system but the female
force is all powerful. In Ramayana, women are visible and they have a voice.

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A CULTURE OF FAIR & RESPECTFUL TREATMENT: STRATEGIC
FASHION TO MAGNIFY EMPLOYEE ENGAGEMENT

Abstract
The study's main goal is to look into the role of fair & respectful treatment of employees in predicting

employee engagement at selected private banks of Madhya Pradesh. Throughout the research, the researchers
have attempted to assess employee engagement as well as the degree with which fair & respectful treatment of
employees influence engagement levels at the banks under investigation. A structured questionnaire was used to
collect data from 400 employees of four private banks of Madhya Pradesh. The findings reveal that fair &
respectful treatment of employees plays an important role in amplifying employee's engagement which ranges
from moderate to high in private banks.
Keywords: Employee Engagement, Fair & Respectful Treatment.
Introduction :

In today's world of severe competition, managing human resources is a difficult task. The obstacles are
not confined to acquiring and retaining outstanding employees; another characteristic of the imposed challenge
is capturing the minds and hearts of employees and making the most use of them. Human resources have the
power to build or break an organisation. Employees that are emotionally committed to the company are always
willing to go above and beyond for its well-being in any manner imaginable, which is why they are sometimes
referred to as brand ambassadors. The proportion of contribution provided by engaged personnel determines an
organization's performance. According to the available literature, engaged employees assist organisations in
overcoming problems and making the most of opportunities, resulting in increased profit and customer satisfaction.
Every leader strives to capture the minds and hearts of his or her people and motivate them to work with full
commitment emotionally, mentally, and physically. In order to create a culture of devoted and engaged employees,
leaders must focus on key aspects that makes the employees feel motivated by installing a feeling of belongingness.
The current study focuses on the influence of fair & respectful treatment in increasing employee engagement at
selected private banks of Madhya Pradesh.
Statement of the Problem

Banking, being one of the most important service industries, has seen substantial growth over time.
People have become more knowledgeable and cautious about their financial investments as their awareness and
income levels have increased, resulting in an increase in demand for services. And this increase in demand for
financial services has put a pressure on banks, because serving the expanding requirements of people requires
dedicated, enthusiastic staff who can serve the growing needs of clients through their engagement and dedication.
In this backdrop, the most pressing task for banks today is to maintain a committed, enthusiastic, and engaged
workforce. Thus, current study serves this problem by analysing if a culture of fair & respectful treatment can be
used as a strategic technique to upscale employee engagement at private banks of Madhya Pradesh.
Literature Review

Burman Sneha (2019) in her study with reference to an IT industry of Bangalore concluded that job
satisfaction, feeling valued in the organisation, interpersonal relationship are significant predictors of employee
engagement. The researcher also stated that there is no difference in the engagement levels of employees on the
basis of gender.

Rao M.S (2017) in his research indicated several reasons for disengagement and outlined several
techniques to engage employees effectively in any organisation. The reasons for disengagement were bad bosses,
unrealistic expectations, politics in the organisation and toxic environment in the organisation. And to improve
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the engagement levels the techniques suggested were as - building trust of employees by being transparent and
leading by example, listening to ideas and insights of employees, assigning tasks to them as per their aspirations
and expectations, allocating them roles as per their strength, encouraging job rotation to make them more
competitive, creating healthy organisation culture free from politics, appreciating efforts of employees,
empowering employees, encouraging creativity, providing wellness programmes, taking initiative to inspire
them. The study concluded that employee engagement is an investment which leads to improved productivity
and hence overall performance organisation.

Chandani, Mehta, Mall & Vashwee (2016) in their review paper identified 20 factors that are critical to
the engagement of employees. The identified factors were career development, effective management of talent,
leadership, clarity of company values, policies and practices, company's standards of ethical behaviours,
empowerment, fair treatment, performance appraisal, pay and benefits, health & safety, satisfaction, family
friendliness, talent recognition, communication, nature of Job, organisational politics, emotional factors,
productivity and personality factors. The researchers concluded that there is no fixed set of factors that affect
engagement levels because the effect of each factor varies from person to person.

Saxena (2015) studied the relationship between organisation culture and employee engagement and the
impact of these on organisational performance. The study revealed a direct relationship between organisational
culture and employee engagement and further reported that these two have an impact on performance of the
organisation as good engagement leads to higher performance and higher performance leads to improved
productivity and profitability. Also higher engagements are imperative for job satisfaction, loyalty of the employee
and retention of the employee in the organisation.

Gallup (2005) suggested that engaged employees tend to be more productive towards their work as they
are dedicated and immersed in their role, give better services to the customer, stay for long time in the organisation
and hence derive more profits in the organisation.
Research Gap

Following a thorough review of the literature, it was discovered that while numerous studies have been
conducted on the impact of various factors on employee engagement, none have been conducted in the private
banking sector of Madhya Pradesh, focusing on the variable under study. The purpose of this study is to gauge
employee engagement and the effect of fair & respectful treatment on employee engagement with reference to
private banks of Madhya Pradesh.
Objectives
1. To analyse the level of employee engagement at selected private banks of Madhya Pradesh.
2. To analyse employee's attitude towards fair & respectful treatment practices at banks under study.
3. To analyse the effect of fair & respectful treatment on employee engagement at banks under study.
Hypothesis
H1-There is a significant relationship between fair & respectful treatment and employee engagement at selected
private banks of Madhya Pradesh.
H2-There is a significant effect of fair & respectful treatment on employee engagement at selected private banks
of Madhya Pradesh.
Research Methodology

The current research is a hybrid of exploratory and descriptive research design. Exploratory research
has aided in acquiring a better grasp and familiarity with the subject by compiling a large amount of data on it.
After conducting exploratory research, the descriptive study was incorporated with established objectives. The
primary data was gathered through a structured questionnaire from the respondents using a multi-stage sampling
procedure. At the first stage, four most prominent & populated cities were selected i.e. Indore, Bhopal, Jabalpur,
Gwalior and then from each city 4 Private Banks namely HDFC, ICICI, AXIS and Kotak Mahindra were selected
on the basis of their performance. In the next stage, on the basis of quota sampling, from each bank in a city a
sample of 25 was decided to be drawn thus comprising a sample of 100 respondents from each city. Likewise the
sample from 4 banks from each city was decided to be collected to constitute a total sample of 400 respondents.
At the last stage, on the basis of snow ball sampling, samples were drawn as per the quotas decided from each
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bank. Secondary data was gathered from the internet, books, and journals. In addition, the hypothesis was tested
using correlation and regression in SPSS version 21.
Scope for Further Research

The current study focuses just on the element of 'Fair & respectful treatment', although the literature
reveals that there are other factors that are equally important in increasing employee engagement. Future
researchers can go more into the other aspects and their role in increasing employee engagement levels.
Furthermore, because this study combines the responses of four banks, future researchers can conduct a
comparative study to highlight disparities in the effectiveness of employee engagement practices at other private
banks.
Limitations
1. There may be variations in actual and disclosed preferences of respondents.
2. The study is confined to four prominent cities of Madhya Pradesh, so it may not give exact results.
3. The study is confined to only 4 private banks, so results may vary for other banks.
4. The study covers only the role fair & respectful treatment on employee engagement while there are

other factors also that help in improving employee engagement.
Data Analysis and Interpretation

The collected data has been analysed by using percentage method and mean scores. Also for testing the
hypothesis, correlation and regression were used in SPSS.

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The table 1 reveals that 56.8% of employees often feel bursting with energy at work, 49.5% said that they rarely
get carried away when they are working, 53.3% of employees often feel strong and vigorous at their job, 73% of
respondents said they often feel like going to work when they get up in the morning, 47.5% of respondents often
persevere even when things don't go well,43.5% said they often get immersed in their work, 47.8% often find
their job inspiring, 41.0% said they often forget everything else when they are working, 45.8% said that they
were mostly proud of their work they do, 61.3% said they often can continue working for very long periods at a
time, 40% said they often find their job challenging, 53% said that mostly time flies when they are working,
40.5% stated that they often feel happy when working intensively, 48% said that they often find it difficult to
detach themselves from the job, 45.8% of respondents find the work they do as full of meaning and purpose,
46% often find themselves mentally resilient at their job and 37.5% stated they often feel enthusiastic about
their job.

In addition to this, taking a close look at the mean score values of all 17 statements, it can be noted that
higher mean score values are obtained for- proud of the work (4.2), time flies while working (4.2), immersed at
work (4.1), job inspires me (4.1), feel happy on working intensively (4.1), work done is meaningful (4.1), feel
strong & vigorous (4.0), job is challenging (4.0), feel bursting with energy (3.9), enthusiastic about the job (3.9).
The mean values for these factors is almost close to 4 which depicts that the responses are inclined towards
"often" whereas lowest mean score value obtained was for "carried away while working (2.9)" which indicate
that responses were inclined towards "sometimes". Over all, most of the statements show mean values around 4
and it can be interpreted that the responses were inclined towards "Often".

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The table 3 (b) indicates the value of adjusted R square as 0.733 which suggests that 73.3 % of variability in
employee engagement (outcome variable) can be explained by fair & respectful treatment (independent variable).
It can be clearly interpreted that, employee engagement to some extent was possible because of fair & respectful
treatment and the model is appropriate to test the effect of fair & respectful treatment on employee engagement.

Findings of the Study

inferred that attitude of employees towards 'fair and respectful treatment' is quite positive.
* The results of hypothesis testing demonstrate that fair & respectful treatment and employee engagement

Malala is a fearless Pashtun from the northern Pakistan who has been raised by an un educated mother
and is depicted the central figure, who stands out like a rock of Gibraltar against antagonist, had always a strong
desire for women education. Malala was named for a brave woman in Pashtun tradition her actions, words, and
murder beneath attack encouraged the men to turn the tide of war. Her name literally means 'grief afflicted.' Her
life represented both of her name's meanings. She belonged to a community that already had relocated to Sindh
Province near Afghanistan. She comes from a nation where almost 75% of girls lack this opportunity to enroll in
elementary school.

She was born on Jul 12, 1997, at a time while her father battled against all the obstacles to start a school,
including utterly dishonest politicians and a Muslim cleric Maulana Fazaullah a youthful extremist and direct
representative of the Taliban who openly opposed for women education, started bombing schools and terrorise
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the people by carrying out some terrible atrocities. Who made it explicit that girls' institutions will be shut down
and education for girls were forbidden, called it unislamic and advocates purdah for all women and girls.

She was reared in an atmosphere where the tran-
quility was endangered by the Taliban, women in Pakistan have a tough situation their status and identities are
constantly challenged and concealed and having a girl is not a positive example for the family. Malala gives
eyewash through the message that "Education is education. We should learn everything and then choose which
path to follow. Education is neither eastern nor western it is itself human. '' (136) Malala is a remarkable woman
who is a hero for women's right to education and delivers a message to each reader about the value of education.
Despite the various difficult obstacles, threats from terrorists her family were steadfast in the pursuit of equal
rights for women, believing that they could defeat the evil using writings rather than swords. She continued to
attend school while concealing her books beneath her shawl, when she used to see her father upset and she
herself was barred to receive education, being a child her thoughts ran like "I wanted to be an inventor and make
an anti-Taliban machine which would sniff them out and destroy their guns."(72)

Malala's soul and brain were moved by seeing these circumstances. She grows up at a time when women's
rights are in jeopardy in Pakistan which gave her the motivation to fight for women's empowerment. She vocif-
erously declared her willingness to fight against the atrocities imposed by autocratic religious fascist group.
Since the Taliban (a hard militant group in Pakistan) took away all of the rights granted to women, implement
some brutal shariah Islamic laws against women and stop them attending school, her family was forced to
relocate in order to avoid Taliban attacks.

Initially In 2009, Malala started speaking, delivering speeches in public, on radio, contributing pieces to
BBC Urdu under the pen name of 'Gul Makai' to discuss regarding the talibanization and their atrocities against
innocent masses and also writes the plight of people who live under the threat of Taliban. She started blogging
often on blogs; her writing is so powerful that has drawn attention from all over the world. Malala describes how
terrible it is to live in a war zone under the rule of the Taliban, but she is hopeful that her country will experience
peace and will continue to advocate for girls' education that had been muzzled by the hard-core extremist rulers
that control the Frontier Mountains in Pakistan. She starts a campaign by participating in interviews and speak-
ing for female rights and she also authored a memoir on talking publicly for women's freedom that has being
hijacked by those hard-core extremist dictators. Her sincere desire towards education, honesty in achieving her
dream, and deep faith in God make her different rest of the society.

According to the latest data released by the National Crime
Records Bureau (NCRB), crime against women have increased more than doubled over the past ten years Crime
against women is referred to as physical or mental cruelty shown towards women. In India, it is a very old social
issue which has taken its root deeply to the societal norms. This issue of crime against women emerge time to
time in various forms like rape, kidnapping, dowry deaths, immoral trafficking, cruelty by husbands and in- laws
etc. Based on an analysis on last decade's data, near about 2.24 million crimes against women were reported,
whereas now one complaint is reported in every two minutes. Cruelty by husbands and relatives under section
498-A is reported to be the major crime committed against women across the country.

Some traditional beliefs, religious compulsions and cultural aspects are such that prevent the society
from seeing the future, one of them is gender discrimination. In our society, the education of girls is still not
given as much attention as our social system and traditions on the education of boys. Has made a distinction
between a boy and a girl since birth.

The Constitution of India also ensures gender equality under article 14. Even after introducing such a big amount
of laws, crime rate against women continues to be increasing.
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Constitution of India, 1950 played the important role in reducing the discrimination. There are so many
provisions in constitution of India which are against the discrimination between genders and so many DPSPs are
also present which help in women empowerment. Preamble on constitution doesn't discriminate men and women
but treats them alike.

Crimes against women are of various types as crimes involving sex for economic gains including pros-
titution, wrongful confinement, trafficking, dowry extortion, rape, assault, harassment at work place, gang-rape,
acid-attack, kidnapping, and other immoral acts are injurious to the society.

In some villages of India, women are still treated as prisoners. Poverty and illiteracy are the important
factors causing crimes against women. Violence against women is perhaps as old as mankind. In India, not only
in rural areas but also in urban areas, women are facing lot of problems. Crimes against women are happening
because of inefficient legal justice system, weak rules of law and weak political structure.
Problem of crimes against women in India

Under the IPC (INDIAN PENAL CODE) crimes against women include rape, kidnapping and abduc-
tion, homicide for dowry, torture, molestation, harassment, and also the importation of girls.
Rape:

Although the proper definition of ?rape' is itself a matter of some dispute. Section 375 of INDIAN
PENAL CODE relates to the offence of rape. A man is alleged to commit rape when he penetrates his penis to
any extent into the vagina of a woman. How far it's gone inside vagina is immaterial. Even slightest penetration
of penis by a person into the vagina of a women amounts to rape. This is often so because clause (a) of section
375 says that penetration by a person of his penis into the vagina, mouth, urethra, or anus of a woman is rape.[1]

To constitute the offence sexual intercourse by a man with a woman is necessary. A boy above 12 years
of age is capable of committing rape under this section, whereas boy below 12 but above 7 years of age enjoys
a qualified immunity. To constitute the offence, there should be penetration against her will. If a girl does not
resist intercourse in consequence of misapprehension, this does not amount to a consent on her part. If a consent
is obtained by putting a women in fear of death or hurt, that consent would be illegal. Sexual intercourse with a
woman with or without her consent when she is under 18 years amount to rape.

Exception: Sexual intercourse by a man with his wife under 15 years of age is rape whether; it has been
done with or without her consent. Such a check was necessary to restrain men from taking advantage of heir
martial rights prematurely. No man can be guilty of rape on his own wife when she is over 15 years on account
of the matrimonial consent she has given.[2]

According to a report, more than 32,500 rape cases were registered with the police in 2017. Around 50%
of the victims were of aged between 18-30 years and 30% of victims were children. Indian courts disposed of
only about 18,300 cases related to rape that year, and 127,800 cases were still pending at the end of 2017. In
2017, conviction rate were only 26%.[3]
Important case that shook India

In November 2019, a doctor was gang raped near Hyderabad. Her body was found the day after her
murder. The victim parked her scooter near the toll plaza, and took the taxi to her office. After she returned back
to her scooter, tyres of her scooter were punctured. Two lorry drivers & their companion saw her. They pretend
to help her and push her in the bushes where they raped her. They took her body in the lorry and dropped it on the
roadside, 27 km from location where they burnt her body under the bridge. Protests were started all over the
country demanding death punishments for accused. People were demanding amendments in the punishments of
rape.

Chief Minister ordered to try the case in fast track court. Police gathered the evidence from CCTV
cameras and mobile phones and arrested 4 men. Confessions were recorded and they were taken into judicial
custody for 14 days. The accused were taken to the location of crime for the reconstruction of the crime scene.
According to the Hyderabad police, two of them tried to snatch the guns from policemen, they were asked to
surrender but they didn't listen and in retaliation, accused were killed. This was happened under the bridge on
Bangalore Hyderabad national highway.

Some were against the policemen and according to them, it was a pre-planned encounter and some were
celebrating the encounter. The first post-mortem of the accused was conducted in the government hospital on the
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same day of encounter. Re-post mortem was ordered by the high court and it was done by the forensic experts of
the AIIMS, Delhi. ?Disha' used a victim's fictional name. #justicefordisha was also used by the protestors.[4]

Kidnapping & Abduction-Kidnapping of women is India's fastest growing crime. Marriage is the big-
gest reason of kidnapping in India. 10 women kidnapped each day in Delhi in 2018 and in many cases, culprits
are known to the woman. Kidnapping and abduction is a violent crime. Indian Penal Code explains the offence
of kidnapping & abduction, procuration and importation of girls. The exacting importance of grabbing is young-
ster taking.

2012 Delhi gang rape and murder, commonly known as the Nirbhaya case, involved a rape and fatal
assault that occurred on 16 December 2012 in Munirka, a neighbourhood in South West Delhi
Dr Priyanka Reddy, a veterinary doctor from Shamshabad in Hyderabad was found dead with her body partially
burnt under Chatanpalli bridge
Kidnapping is of two kinds:
1. kidnapping from India, and
2. kidnapping from lawful guardianship.

For an offence under this section the victim could even be a male or a female, whether major or a minor.
Taking away any person beyond the bounds of India or taking away any person from lawful guardianship with-
out the consent is named kidnapping. If a private has attained the age of majority and has given his consent to his
being conveyed, no offence is committed. The age of consent for the aim of offence of kidnapping is 16 years for
boys & 18 years for girls.

The provisions of those sections under this head are intended more for the protection of the minors and
thus the persons of unsound mind themselves than for the right of guardians of such person. In abduction, an
individual is compelled either by use of force or is induced by practicing deceit to move from one place to
another. Actual use of force is necessary. [5]

Kidnapping, abducting or inducing women must be with the intent that she could also be compelled, or
knowing it to be likely that she is going to be compelled to marry any someone against her will; or so as that she
may be forced or seduced to illicit intercourse or knowing it to be likely that she is going to be forced or seduced
to illicit intercourse. It's immaterial whether the woman kidnapped is married or not.

Procuration of minor girl- Procuration of minor girl has become an emergency that should be taken into
consideration. The crime rate has increased gradually in India. This is a violent crime and to constitute the
offence, inducing a girl under 18 years of age to travel from any place or to try & do an act and with intention or
knowledge that such girl will be forced or seduced to illicit intercourse with a person. Seduced means inciting or
tempting no matter whether the girl has been previously compelled or has submitted to illicit intercourse.

Importations of girl from foreign country- Minor girls are chief target. This section makes it an offence
to import into India from any country outside India girls below the age of 21 years for the aim of prostitution.

According to the newest data released by National Crime Records Bureau, a whole of 95,893 cases of
kidnapping and abduction were registered in 2017, a rise of 9% from the previous years. Out of them 75% were
female victims & out of female victims 90% were recovered alive and rest were dead. The speed of kidnapping
and abduction was the highest in Delhi with 27.6 cases per one lakh of population followed by Assam with 23.9
cases and haryana with 15.7 cases. The maximum amount as 43.9% girl (those below the age of 18) were
kidnapped and abducted for various reasons.[6]
Cruelty By Husband Or Relatives Of Husband And Domestic Violence:

Cruelty refers to sexually, physically or mentally abuse of a person. Dowry is also a one of the main
reasons in India. This is defined in section 498-A of INDIAN PENAL CODE. This section was enacted to meet
the cases of dowry deaths.

It was introduced in the year 1983. Its objective is to protect a woman who is being harassed by her
husband or relatives of husband. The act of harassment would amount to cruelty for the purpose of this section.
Relatives include father, mother, husband, son, daughter, brother, sister, nephew, niece, grandson or grand-
daughter of an individual or the spouse of any person. The meaning of word relative would depend upon the
nature of the statute. It principally includes a person related by blood, marriage or adoption.
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Every third women in India suffers sexual, physical violence at home. According to the survey, 27% of women
experienced physical violence since the age of 15 in India. This experience of physical violence among woman
is more common in rural areas than among women in urban areas.

Most of the occasion's culprits of this viciousness have been the spouses. 31 percent of married ladies
have encountered physical, sexual, or passionate savagery by their life partners. The most well-known sort of
spousal brutality is physical violence (27%), trailed by emotional violence (13%). The study detailed that among
married ladies who have encountered physical brutality since the age of 15, 83 percent revealed their current
spouses as culprits of the savagery.

Be that as it may, for ladies who are not hitched, the experience of physical viciousness comes from the
most widely recognized culprits, which incorporate moms or step-moms (56%), fathers or step-fathers (33%),
sisters or siblings (27%), and educators (15%). [7]

In any case, the most stressing piece of the spousal-brutality is that pretty much every third married
ladies, who has encountered spousal viciousness, announced encountering physical wounds, including eight
percent who have had eye wounds, injuries, disengagements, or consumes and six percent who have had pro-
found injuries, broken bones, broken teeth, or some other genuine injury. However, just 14 percent of ladies who
encountered this savagery looked for help to stop it. In any case, the defenselessness of halting the brutality
being caused on them isn't the main stressing factor. Ladies in India, shockingly, are steady of abusive behavior
at home.

Information from the overview shows, ladies in India between the ages of 40 to 49 were generally strong
of aggressive behavior at home, with 54.8% in understanding. The rate advocating misuse is hardly lesser
among more youthful ladies. 47.7% of young ladies between the age of 15 and 19 concurred with savagery by
spouses. This peripheral contrast in perspectives of ladies towards abusive behavior at home is likewise obvious
in urban and provincial zones. While 54.4% of rustic ladies studied the nation over concurred with residential
maltreatment, just 46.8% of urban ladies upheld such savagery.

Sexual rights are a genuine worry for Indian ladies. Approving this worry, six percent of ladies in India
and answered to having encountered sexual savagery in the course of their life. Among wedded ladies who were
survivors of sexual savagery, over 83% announced their current spouse and 9% report a previous husband as the
culprits. The type of sexual viciousness most normally revealed by ladies was that their significant other utilized
physical power to have sex when they would not like to (5.4%). About 4% announced that their better half
constrained them with dangers or in different manners to perform sexual acts they would not like to and 3%
revealed that their significant other constrained them to perform other sexual acts they would not like to.
Married couples being out of the domain of assault laws empowers men to 'go after' ladies in the security of her
home. These measurements give an away from of the sort of inappropriate behavior and viciousness little young-
sters and ladies face in India. The situation for unmarried ladies is the same.

The review report featured that most basic culprits of sexual brutality on unmarried ladies were differ-
ent family members (27%); trailed by a present or previous boyfriend (18%), their own companion or colleague
(17%) and a family companion (11%). "Sexual viciousness is regularly dedicated by people with whom ladies
have a personal connection. Physical savagery and sexual brutality may not happen in disconnection; rather,
ladies may encounter a mix of various sorts of viciousness," the overview report said.[8]
Sexual Harassment of Women at Work Place

Inappropriate behavior is the declaration of undesirable human relationship and it isn't simply the in-
fringement of respect, impeccable to government directed assets and reasonable to calm proximity ensured by
law. Inappropriate behavior is genuinely hurting and makes a sad, deficient air at the workplace.[9] It is a
dangerous issue found in the working environment in India which has changed into the essential factor for
diminishing the thought of working life.

The female work hypothesis has decreased stood apart from men since two decades from 1981 to 2001.
The 2013 Act is the codification of Supreme Court Vishakha Guidelines, which sees that each lady has the
advantage to live with decency and it is the essential thing right of each singular working ladies. The Indian
Supreme Court, Vishakha overseeing (1997) not essentially vigorously grounded the contention that every occa-
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sion of inappropriate behavior of ladies at work environment was a human rights infringement, other than it
developed the framework and masterminded approval on bad behavior at work space (Prevention, Prohibition
and Redressal) Act, 2013 in India. Sexual provocation at work environment is neither new nor wonderful, yet it
isn't spoken to or spoken adequately about.

At the key level, it is a demonstration of male amazing quality and the inalienable powerlessness to
manage ladies at standard with men. Most working ladies face inappropriate behavior at working environment
in some shape or the other. It effects and impact trimming down paces of ladies in more noteworthy affiliations
wherein legitimate positions the degree of ladies dwindled further. The pace of inappropriate behavior is devel-
oping all around.

Under the Sexual Harassment of Women at Workplace (Prevention, Prohibition and Redressal) Act,
2013 the law gives an ordinary fix that if the criminal nature, the fighting is to be recorded with the police handle
part 354A of IPC, control for multi year which may reach out to five years with the fine. There are couples of
preventive estimates taken at the work environment by this show; the lewd behavior issue must be determinedly
talked about at laborer's social affairs, business delegate get-togethers. Ladies can be viewed as change execu-
tives in individuals as a rule eye; given their fluctuated parts and the degree of impact they can yield[10].

Vishakha& others v/s State of Rajasthan- It is one of the landmark judgment in the history of sexual
harassment of women at work place. Bhanvari Devi was a social activist. She was under a development programme
in order to stop child marriage, an initiative taken by the Rajasthan government. As a part of her duty, she tried
to stop child marriage of daughter of thakurs. Child was under 1 year. She was infant only.

Her efforts were useless as thakurs ordered everyone to socially boycott her. She was gang raped by
Thakur & his 5 friends in front of her husband. She was continually taunted by women constable in police
station that night. She was ordered to leave her lehenga at police station as proof of evidence. She was only left
with the dhoti of her husband to wrap her body. The trial court discharged the accused.

The high court states that it was a case of gang rape conducted out of revengeful situation. But Supreme
Court observed that (after filing writ petition by vishakha, the victim of case) this is against the article 14, 19, 21,
of constitution of India which ensures right to dignified life & basic requirement of safe working environment at
work place. In this case, Supreme Court made the term sexual harassment well defined. Supreme Court passed
the guidelines for the employers and employees to ensure safe working environment at work place. This was
done to ensure full dignity to the women at work place. Victim can also use the option to seek the transfer of
culprit or her transfer.[11]
Victims Suffer Silently For A Long Time

In India, women suffer silently for a long time. According to BBC report, in every 5 minutes, one
woman suffers from violence. Lack of financial support, lack of family support, compromise for the sake of
children are the main reasons which stop the woman from raising voice against violence. They usually have less
access to employment, property, medical care etc.

Poor Literacy level in India is really a major concern. Literacy level is 64.6% for women whereas it
80.9% for man, according to 2001 census. Most of the women are dependent on the man for financial purpose.
Before raising voice, they thought thousand times about the family children and society.

More than 95% of cases of crimes against women go unreported. In states such as Bihar, Uttar Pradesh
Jharkhand, only 0.5 cases of violence against women were reported. In some states like Delhi, Maharashtra,
Himachal Pradesh shows higher reporting rate.

They called women a Devi and irony is that, they beat women, they torture women and they sexually
assault them.
Suggestion To Improve The Implementation And Women Related Law
1. Fast Track Courts- Every case related to women should be tried in fast track courts. Cases related to

violence against women should be on top of priority list. More and more fast track courts should estab-
lish.

2. Strict Punishments- Fear of punishment prevents the law breaker from violating the law. Punishments
should be strict for every culprit. Most offences should be categorized under non-bailable offence.

The entire planet is under the scourge of global warming as a
result of eco-imbalance and environmental damage. The globe is succumbing to environmental imbalances and
destructions. A healthy, well-balanced atmosphere is essential in this day and age. The purpose of this study is to
offer an eco-critical investigation of the select Indian English novel. It will also highlight how human interventions
lead to environmental disasters.

In the past thirty years, environmentalism emerged as a major global concept and presently
academics'efforts are currently in the process of designing both its character and breadth.

Since times immemorial literature and nature were always in close
contact. It is encouraging as literature throughout the globe has been attempting to deal with the main environmental
difficulties by including crucial topics relating to ecology and the environment. Such involvement aids in increasing
common people's environmental awareness.This paper seeks to explore literature by using ecocriticism, an
innovative literary theory. With the help of this novel idea, all fields may work together to improve our
understanding ofthe natural world.
Discussion

All knowledge as well as development domains are currently analyzing and emphasizing the close
connection between both the natural and social worlds. Literary critics try to find out how the authors have
textualized this in their works.The Hungry Tide by Amitav Ghosh, published in 2005 examines the conflicts that
exist between human societies, as well as how each of these groups interacts with the outside world. The apathetic
reality of nature advances and is continuously affected by people. Here water is portrayed as both the builder as
well as the destroyer of human relationships. As Piyali Roy nearly drowns while on board a boat, she is rescued
from the river by Fokir in this way the friendship is established between these two characters. A neighborhood of
India called Sundarbans serves as the central focus of this narrative. Throughout the whole story, Ghosh has
shown an ecological testimony in the west Bengal area after 2004, entirely encircled by tropical forests. The
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characters used in the story cross paths on numerous levels and serve a vital purpose in highlighting the ecological
aspects of the story. The characters have a positive role in explaining environmental events and the directions of
change. The narrative opens when the protagonist, Kanai Dutt meets Piya. Despite her tone being Indian, he
considers Piya a foreigner. The travelers are headed in the same direction and have a goal to achieve, which
serves as the plot's focal point. Kanai, a Delhi-based translator, goes to the Sundarbans to meet his aunt and read
the letter his late uncle left behind.

The story eventually returns to Kanai's memories of meeting Kusum back in 1970, while she was under
Nilima's custody since Kusam's family had disintegrated. Kanai still remembers the play they attended and his
final encounter with Kusum. To uncover a unique Dalphin variety, Piya traveled to her own country. She requests
help from a native fisherman. In addition, she receives assistance from a forest ranger and a boatman.  Since,
Mejda suggests the place where they may see the dolphins; they travel towards their target inside the forest and
arrive at a certain location. After some time, Piya could realize that these folks were not really helpful and are
simply being arrogant.

The story leads the audience
through letter as it describes how Kusum, Nilima and Nirmal met. This letter further described the different
reasons why Morichjhapi refugees in such tremendous difficulty. As tigers regularly kill humans in the region
they are going to explore, Kanai gets ready to travel back with Piya. This is compelling proof that the government
puts the interests of the tiger above that of the general populace, who are the true victims. They continue their
movement toward Garjontola pool to start the investigation. As Piya begins to discuss how she grew interested
in studying dolphins, Kanai tries to interpret. The discussion reveals Piya's motivation as she is traveling back to
her own country from Seattle to learn about a critically endangered species of dolphins. They travel from Lucibari
after Kanai Dutt extends a kind invitation to Piya to stay at his home. He returns to Lucbari after a long time with
his aunt Nilima, and he is amazed to notice the transformation of the whole location. The river's flow has altered
substantially, and it also appears sluggish. The chat reveals Piya's motivation: as a marine biologist, she is
traveling back to her own country from Seattle to learn more about a threatened species of dolphin.

The text explores the tensions between nature and its stubborn inhabitants as well as
between those inhabitants and the international conservation organizations whose goal is to protect the Sundarban's
typical aquatic life and tiger population at the expense of its inhabitants. He rewrites history and utilizes it as a
lens through which he examines the current suffering of the tribal people. Most of his works depict how capitalist
civilizations and colonial forces drive tribal people to migrate from place to place to make them environmentally
displaced.

The project that was supposed to be constructed in Sunderbans comprised building hotels, eateries,
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stores, business centers, and theaters. Moreover, it promoted organizing events like motorboat trips into the
interior. Various ecological organizations opposed this action because the building and usage of motorboats
would damage the delicate ecology and harm the region's biodiversity. The initiative was rejected by the
government after continuous objections. Ghosh was one of the well-known intellectuals at the time who opposed
the plan. He believes that both specific social relationships and societal hierarchies are to blame for the
environmental disaster. As he promotes an awareness of how hierarchy and dominance play a part in the ecological
problem, Ghosh adopts the position of a social ecologist. As a result, Ghosh makes the argument for environmental
racism and injustice. He stresses the need to think about the idea of habitat preservation and the protection of
endangered species since it disregards and devastates the lives and homes of underprivileged and minority
people. When Piya witnesses a crowd slaughtering a tiger, she is horrified to witness the appalling violence
committed by people against a fearsome but mute animal that wanders into their territory because of the noise of
a buffalo giving birth, the tiger ventures into a community at midnight. The tiger chases the sound to the animal
corral and uses its claws to enter through the rooftop. The village advantage of their chance to fight the tiger after
it murdered two local citizens and many animals. The enraged villagers stab it in the eyes with a pointed bamboo
rod, blinding it, and then set it on fire. Piya a deep ecologist, protests against this. She makes allusions to the fact
that human beings with their enormous ego, are always battling to dominate and destroy other living things. She
believes that after humans exterminate every other species, they begin to destroy their kind. Therefore, it is the
responsibility of human beings to understand the value of every living creature. They confused about what is
useful and what is useless, therefore their function as a conqueror surely risks personal failure. This is true
because the biotic system is so complicated that it is impossible to fully comprehend how it functions. Aldo
Leopold, a renowned ecologist, himself once disregarded the mountain wolf's significance and went out to hunt
it. Only after gazing into the dying wolf's eyes does, he experiences an epiphany. Realizing his error, he admits
that by slaying the wolf, he was not actually defending the deer. But in reality, the deer population needs to be
kept under control because without it, the mountainside would become chopped down.

Illegal hunting and excessive mangrove cutting are unlawful practices that still happen there in Sundarbans.
The declining tiger population is closely tied to this growing misuse of the forests. The most effective forest
protectors are tigers. They restrict people from coming near. The tigers are still being poached in these regions
because its bones, claws, and skin are highly valued. Due to habitat degradation, these tigers regularly roam
towards settlements. Through the course of this novel, Ghosh communicates the message that those responsible
for the extinction of tigers and the devastation of forest reserves are both poachers and wood merchants. The
tiger assault incident is among the most terrifying thing Piya ever has witnessed. She labels it utterly barbaric.

Ghosh presents the voices of many characters, including Piya, Fokir, and Kanai, to convey different
viewpoints. Piya, a committed environmentalist, stands by her philosophy of saving animals and other species,
whereas Fokir supports the mob because he is a part of the group of people who really are marginalised by the
government and forced to reside in an area with harsh environmental conditions. Kanai appears to agree with
mob when they claim that the animal has long been preying on the cattles of poor farmers and also had killed two
local residents. Unfortunately, the government organizations and wildlife fanatics do not compensate the bereaved
of the community for the damage caused to their property and livestock. They cannot be heard.  They are
portrayed as sufferers and victims of environmental injustice because environmental justice safeguards victims'
rights to complete restoration and reimbursement for the losses, as well as high-quality medical assistance.
Ghosh makes inquiries using this justification.

Ghosh here reminds the readers that while people are an essential component of the entire ecosphere,
protecting wildlife must not come at the expense of human life. He offers a fascinating ecological viewpoint on
the interactions between people and animals throughout the tidelands. He claims that in a region where the
government is not really concerned about humans when they are thirsty, the on the contrary government is
giving water to tigers. It is unfortunate that people are not given the same priority as animals. In an article
entitled "Restoration of Human Spirit in The Hungry Tideof Amitav Ghosh" Ambethkar writes: The tigers are
zealously protected by various international environmental groups who apply economic and diplomatic pressures
on  the  Indian  and  Bangladeshi  governments  to  maintain the  tiger  habitats  by  military  or  police  force.  But
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in  the  name  of tiger  preservation  human  lives  are  threatened;  the  tigers  routinely maul and kill the  islanders
and their  cattle.(Ambethkar 6)

As Ghosh promotes an awareness of how hierarchy and dominance play a part in the ecological problem,
he adopts the position of a social ecologist.   The impoverished, oppressed residents of Morichjhapi are tormented
and consciously placed opposite to nature; he also emphasizes the inequality of socioeconomic status. Like
Bookchin, he underlines that the utterly real dominance of humans by humans is where the notion of conquering
nature first emerged. The people are starved and denied of water by the policemen. They are attacked with
poison gas, and all their property and other belongings are demolished.  Environmentalism rejects military
oppression, occupation and misuse of the land, people, and other living things. Annu Jalais in her "Dwelling on
Morichjhapi," argues that the local inhabitants are turned not only  into tiger food but were also forced to live as
ecological refugees. Ghosh conveys his readers about the government's increased pressure on the impoverished
settlers by using Kusum's viewpoint. Everywhere on this island police is seen patrolling, which makes it difficult
for the refugees to get food and other necessities. People who are hungry are brutally assaulted and slaughtered.
Local residents are threatened and harassed by the police. Nilima persuaded Kanai to read the full document,
written by hand and later took the form of a diary. The letter is a summary of the major happenings in the year
1979. Later, Nilima explains the whole events of the Morichjhanpi massacre, including the murder of Kusum.

Meanwhile,
there is she meets Fokir and they start their quest again for dolphin inside a location named Garjontola, wherein
they come upon a couple of Irrawaddy Dolphins nearby. Piya feels overwhelmed, although the day did not go so
well, she did make some progress in her task. Since crocodiles are also there in the water, the danger seems
unavoidable as Piya nearly lost her hand to one of them.The significance of ecocriticism becomes apparent as
man's unending desire leads to environmental degradation and devastation.
Within the canon of Indian literature written in English language, Kamala Markandaya occupies a prestigious
position. Her novel Nectar in a Sievewas not released until 1954; this was exactly one hundred years after the
advent of industrialisation. Among the most accomplished writers in Indian writing in English, Markandaya
describes wonderfully thoughout her novels the diversity that exists within the natural world.  She has used a
wonderful illustration of nature imagery in her novel Nectar in a Sieve. Destruction of the environment and the
consequences it has on mankind are addressed by the writer. The story of her novel Nectar in a Sieve revolves
around the main characters Rukmani and Nathan who had a strong connection to the land they live on. Both of
them are putting in long hours in their respective fields in order to ensure their own existence. A strong connection
is shown between Rukmani and the ecosystem that surrounds her country.

Rukmini the main character stays attached to her beautiful countryside even as the gripping clutches of
urbanisation begin to rend her existence apart. A major plot concerns rice, since Nathan assures Rukmani that
their future success would be tied to the grain of the crop he has recently shown to her. The necessity of water for
the growth of seeds and grains is emphasized across the novel, Nectar in a Sieve. Some rains may fall across
India, although daily rainfall is notoriously difficult to forecast. This instability of rain is a metaphor for the
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unpredictability of Rukmani's outlook on life. For Rukhmani good and terrible seasons are inevitable, however
neither the magnitude nor the timing of either could be determined in advance.

The entire family experiences its worst moments as a direct result of such dryness as well as the ensuing
threat of hunger. Ira engages herself in sex work to support her family when they are down to eating rubbish and
leftovers. Kuti's death is the last blow for the family to sunk. If the rain would have arrived at the stage when
there was a dire need for it, there would have been a fine and pleanty of crop.It's obvious that rain really does
have an effect on vegetation as well as on harvests, while it also seems to be a powerful metaphor both in terms
of shortage and abundance. A water reservoir near the tannery provides water to the villagers during dry spells.
When nature fails to provide, human enterprise takes on the task. Here we come to the core of the conflicting
opinions on the tannery.Water is beneficial when consumed in appropriate amounts; yet, either an excess of it or
a deficiency of it could prove fatal. This similar line of thinking may also be used to the sexuality of women in
this book. Water is beneficial, when receiverd in a balanced quantity but insufficient or excessive amounts may
be fatal. Female sexuality throughout this narrative may be analyzed in a similar way. Even a woman's ruin
might occur whenever she is infertile whereas the prostitution of two main characters Kunthi and Ira is an
excellent illustration of woman's ripeness. As water, the sexuality of women is to be consumed in balance within
this narrative otherwise it might have disastrous effects.
Conclusion

To conclude we may say that Mankind and the environment began to victimize one another, which led to
a negative cycle of consequences that are unacceptable for humanity. Both Ghosh and Markandaya want people
to live in harmony with the environment to put an end to these kinds of ecological problems brought on by
mankind. Ecocriticism is crucial to the investigation ofhow people interact with nature. Ecocritics are worried
with nature's recovery from a catastrophe. The end purpose of ecocritics is always to preserve nature and promote
coexistence between people and their natural surroundings.
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
